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Milli Egitim Bakanlhg ile Japonya Uluslararasi Isbirligi Ajansi arasida 18 Ekim 2010 tarihinde
afet egitimlerini yaygimlastirmak ve okullarda afet zararlarini en aza indirme ¢aligmalarini
etkili bir sekilde yiiriitebilmek igin “Okul Tabanli Afet Egitimi Projesi” anlasmast imzalanmis
ve Marmara Bolgesinde bulunan 8 il (Istanbul, Bursa, Balikesir, Canakkale, Kocaeli, Sakarya,
Tekirdag ve Yalova) ile Diizce ve Bolu illerinden toplam 80 okul pilot okul olarak segilmistir.
Proje, Talim ve Terbiye Kurulu Bagkanligi, Temel Egitim Genel Miidiirliigii, Ortadgretim Genel
Miidiirliigii, Destek Hizmetleri Genel Miidiirliigii, Ozel Egitim ve Rehberlik Hizmetleri Genel
Miidiirliigii ve Il Milli Egitim Miidiirliiklerinin yan1 sira, Gazi Universitesi, Bogazigi Universitesi,
Orta Dogu Teknik Universitesi, Kocaeli Universitesi, Bagbakanlik Afet ve Acil Durum Baskanlig
(AFAD) ile diger bir¢ok resmi ve 6zel kurum ve kurulus, sivil toplum kuruluslar ile birlikte
koordine edilerek yiiriitiilmiistiir. Oncelikle, “Okul Tabanl Afet Egitimi Projesi” i¢in olusturulan
caligma grubunun ¢ekirdek tiyeleri, 28 Subat - 20 Mart 2011 tarihlerinde Japonya’da, inceleme —
gozlem yapmis ve egitim programi karsilastirmalart ¢aligmalarinda bulunmustur. Japonya’daki
egitim programi sonrasinda olusturulan 3 calisma grubundan birincisi projenin yiirGitiilmesi
ve yayginlastirilmasi, ikincisi Japonya ve Tiirkiye arasindaki miifredat karsilastirmasi, egitim
materyallerinin degerlendirilmesi ve sinif i¢i etkinlik planlarinin hazirlanmasi, {iglincii ve son
grup da okullardaki Afet ve Acil Durum Planlarinin yeniden diizenlenmesi ve daha efektif olarak
hayata gecirilmesi igin ¢alismalar yapmustir. Proje kapsaminda sirasiyla “Temel Afet Bilgileri”,
“Afet Egitimi Etkinlikleri”, “Okul Afet ve Acil Durum Y 6netimi Planlama Kilavuzu”, ve “Afet
Egitiminde Ogretmen Egitimin Degerlendirilmesi” konulu dért adet kitap hazirlanmis ve basta
pilot illerdeki pilot okullar olmak tizere bir¢ok okula dagitilmistir. Amacimiz proje kapsaminda
yapilan ¢alismalar ve faaliyetler, hazirlanmis olan kitaplar ve elde edilen sonuglar hakkinda
bilgiler vermek ve bu yonde yapilacak ¢aligmalara katki saglamaktir.
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ABSTRACT

“School-Based Disaster Education Project” was signed between Ministry of National Education
and Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA) in October 18, 2010 in order to disseminate
disaster education and to effectively conduct studies for minimizing disaster damages; and total
of 80 pilot schools were chosen from 8 provinces (Istanbul, Bursa, Balikesir, Canakkale, Kocaeli,
Sakarya, Tekirdag ve Yalova) from the Marmara region, and Diizce and Bolu. This project was
conducted in cooperation with Board of Education, General Directorate of Basic Education,
General Directorate of Secondary Education, General Directorate of Support Services,
General Directorate of Special Education and Guidance Services, and Provincial Directorates
of National Education, together with Gazi University, Bogazici University, Middle East
Technical University, Kocaeli University, Prime Ministry Disaster and Emergency Management
Presidency (AFAD), together with several other organizations and institutions, and NGOs. First
of all, the core members of the working group established for “School Based Disaster Education
Project” conducted research and observation in Japan between February 28 and March 20,
2011, and during this period they compared the training programs. The roles of three working
groups established after the training in Japan was defined to be conducting and dissemination
of the project, comparing training programs of Japan and Turkey, and redefining Disaster and
Emergency Plans and applying the same more effectively, respectively for group one, group two,
and group three. Within the scope of the project, four books, namely “Basic Disaster Knowledge ”,
“Disaster Education (Theory and Practice)”, “Guidebook for School Disaster and Emergency
Management Planning”, and “Training Evaluation Method” were prepared, and these books
were delivered to several schools, pilot schools in the pilot provinces being in the first place.
Our objective is to give information on the studies and activities conducted, books prepared, and
results obtained within the scope of the project, and to contribute to the studies to be conducted
with this perspective.
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
