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Malatya ili Ak¢adag ilgesi Levent bucagi sinirlari iginde kalan bdlgede yapilan “Levent
Vadisi Jeopark Envanter Calismasi”nin amaci; Levent Vadisi i¢inde bulunan magaralarin
tek incelenmesi, vadi i¢inde ve vadiye komsu alanlarda jeosit nitelikli jeolojik olusumlarin
saptanmasi ve envanterlerinin ¢ikarilmasidir.

Malatya)nin Ak¢adag ilgesi sinirlar iginde kalan Levent Vadisi ve civarinda Ust Kretase—
Pliyosen yas araliginda cesitli litostratigrafi birimleri ylizeylemektedir. Magaralar buradaki
killi kirectaglarindadir ve dogal siireglerle olusmustur. Vadiyi kesen ana faya dik gelen
faylarin gelistirdigi ¢atlak sistemleri izerinde olusan bu karstik magaralarin neredeyse tiimii
daha sonra vadide yasayan insanlar tarafindan kullanilmig ve yeniden sekillendirilmistir.
Ozellikle Yigiligakil tepe eteklerindeki ikiz magaralar, bu tepenin dogusunda yer alan
biiyiik setin kaya duvarlarinda bulunan terasli magara, tapinak ve Karanlik magara, Sekilce
mabhallesinin batisindaki yamagta bulunan biiyliik magara ve li¢liz magara, Levent’in batisinda
yer alan Kolkdy magaralar1 ve kuzeyinde yer alan Kiiglikkiirne magaralari buna 6rneklerdir.
Bu magaralarin olusumu ve iclerindeki yerlesimlerin zamanina iligkin veri yoktur. Ancak
Malatya civarindaki eski yerlesimlere bakildiginda magaralarda yerlesimin Paleolitige kadar
gidebilecegi diisiiniilmektedir. Bu vadide yapilan ¢alisma sonunda bu bildiride Arkeojeosit
kavrami da tartigmaya agilmistir.

Yapilan ¢alismalarla 26 adet Jeosit ve Arkeojeosit saptanmuis, yiiriiyiis rotalar1 haritalanmus,
magaralarin i¢ alanlar1 ve yiikseklikleri 6l¢iilmistiir. Levent Vadisi ve civarmin jeopark
ozellikleri disinda, barindirdigr arkeolojik 6gelerle birlikte 6nemli bir “Diinya Miras1”

konumundadir.
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ABSTRACT

The purpose of “Levent Valley Jeopark Inventory Study” which will be held at Levent village,
Akgadag, Malatya is to study and create and inventory of the jeosit structures both within and
around the valley and each cave in the valley

Both within Levent Valley and the surronding area Litostragriphic units which belongs to
Kretase—Pliyosen age period are visible on the surface. The caves are clay limestone and
developed naturally. Almost all the caves which was formed as a result of the fault lines
cutting through the valley and vertical to the main fault line was used by people and reshaped
on purpose,

Especially twin caves at the skirts of Yigiligakil hill, caves located on the rock wallssouth of
Yigiligakil hill, the Temple Cave, The Dark Cave, The Large Cave at west of Sekilce town,
The Triple Caves, Kolkéy caves west of Levent town, and Kiigiikkiirne Caves North of Levent
are good examples of human-geology relation. There no information about the period when
people lived in the valley, and when thefirst caves were digged. But based on surronding
settelments, these settlements couldbe back to Paleolitic period. As result of the studies in this
valley, the term Archeo-jesit is proposed for discussion.

As aresult of the studies 26 Jeosit and Archeo-jesit were identified. Trail paths were documented
on maps, height and area of the caves were measured. Levent Valley and surronding area is

positioned as a World Heritag not only as a Jeopark but also, as an archeological site
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
