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GEZEGEN JEOLOJiSi OTURUMU

Planetary Geology Session

Gezegen jeolojisi oturumu, Yerkiire’nin de parcasi
oldugu Giines Sistemindeki kayag gezegenlerin gecir-
mis oldugu farkl: jeolojik siiregler (volkanik, tektonik
veya volkano-tektonik yapilarin gelisimi) ile bu siireg-
lerin etkiledigi diger olaylarin (6rn., atmosferik bilesim-
ler) anlasilmasina yonelik gozlemsel, deneysel ve teorik
calismalar1 kapsayacaktir. Mars’tan toplanacak kayac
orneklerinin Yerkiire'ye ulagsmasi ile baslayacak bilim-
sel calismalarin temelinde yer alacak olan jeoloji, geze-
genin gelisim stiregleri ile yasam izlerinin anlasilmasi
icin anahtar niteligi tasimaktadir. Bu oturum, gezegen
jeolojisi ve bu stireclerle iligkili tiim disiplinlerdeki
(6rn., kozmokimya, jeomikro-biyoloji ve uzaktan alg-
lama, asteroit, meteorit jeokimyasi) bilim insanlarini bir
araya getirmeyi hedeflemektedir. Bu kapsamda, sizleri
Giines Sistemi ile Ote gezegenler {izerine yapilan teo-
rik modelleri, laboratuvar deneylerini, arazi ve uzaktan
algilama calismalarini paylasmak ve tartismak igin bu
oturuma davet ediyoruz.

This year, the planetary geology session will cover obser-
vational, experimental and theoretical works aimed at under-
standing the different geological processes (volcanic, tectonic,
or the development of volcano-tectonic structures) by partic-
ularly rocky planets in the Solar System, including the Earth,
and other events affected by these processes (e.g., atmospheric
compositions). In this period, geology, which will be the basis
of scientific studies that will begin with the arrival of the rock
samples from Mars to the Earth, is the key to constraining
processes of the planet in addition to searching sign for life.
This session aims to bring together scientists from planetary
geology and all disciplines associated with planetary sciences
(eg, cosmochemistry, geomicrobiology, space weather and re-
mote sensing, asteroid, and meteorite geochemistry). In this
context, we invite you to this session to share and discuss
theoretical models, laboratory experiments, field and remote
sensing studies on Earth, Solar System objects and exoplanet

geology.
