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Tarihi ve arkeolojik verilere gore, Milattan Once 750-300 yillar1 arasinda, orta ve bati
Anadolu’da yasamis olan Frigler, goreli ileri bir medeniyetin temsilcileridir. Giintimiize
ulasan en yaygin eserleri kral, prens, vali gibi 6nemli kisilere ait anit mezarlardir. Bu anitlar
kayalara oyulmus bi¢cimde (kaya mezarlar1) ve toprak yigma olarak (tiimiiliis) iki gruptur.
Toplu sekilde (mezarlik) veya tek olarak bulunabilirler. Her iki anit grubu bulundugu yerin
litolojik yapisina gore sekillenmistir. Toroslarda ve Karadeniz bolgesinde kaya mezarlari, i¢
Anadolu’da ise Tumiiliisler cogunluktadir. Bu durum jeolojinin kiiltlire etkisinin yani sira,
yerlesim yeri se¢imi ve kiiltiirel degerlerin aktarilmasindaki 6nemini gdstermektedir. Gordion
kentine ilave olarak, Ankara Friglerin daimi kullandiklar1 ve yasadiklar1 alanlardan biridir,
dolayisiyla birgok Tiimiiliis bulundurmasi olagandir. Bu goriisten hareketle, uzaktan algilama
destekli incelemelerimiz, Polatl (Gordion)’dakilere ilaveten Ankara Il merkezinde 9 (dokuz),
Elmadag civarinda 3 (ii¢), Kazan-Kizilcahamam arasinda 2 (iki), Ayas-Beypazari civarinda
2 (iki) tiimiiliis bulundugunu ortaya koymustur. Boyutlarina goére yapilan siniflandirmada
¢ok azinin krallara (en biiyiiklerinin Kral i¢in yapildig: yaklasimi ile) ait oldugu, ekserisinin
prens veya valiler i¢in yapildig1 sdylenebilir. Krallara ait olana tipik rnek ASTI yakinindaki
iki tiimiilis gosterilebilir. Yapimlarinda kullanilan tas-toprak malzemeler en az bir km
gerilerden taginmigtir. Bugiin i¢in tiimiiliisler genellikle basik tepe bigiminde olup Ankara’nin
engebeli arazi yapisi iginde dikkat cekmezler. Son yillarda bilerek veya bilmeyerek ortadan
kaldirilmaktadir. Jemirko, Ankara Universitesi’nin destegi ile kiiltiirel ve jeolojik miras olan
tiimiiliisleri jeoturizme kazandirma i¢in ¢aligsmaktadir.
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ABSTRACT

Phrygians that occupied at central and western Anatolia during the BC 750-300 were
created a relative high civilisation based on historical and archaeological data. Presently the
most famous remains inherited from this civilisation are monumental graves built for kings,
princes-princes or local governors. They are mainly two groups as tombs built on rocks and
ground hills called tumulus. It seemed that type of the mausoleum was chosen or preferred
according to local lithology. Rocky tombs at Taurus belt and Black-Sea region but tumulus
were usual in central Anatolia. These lihology-basis differences indicate that geology had
affected not only social life but also preservation of cultural values. Together with Gordion,
the Ankara region was one of the most used settlement areas by Phrygians, consequently
it is not surprising that a lot of tumulus should be found in province of the city. Hence, our
searches supported by a remote-sensing technique showed presence of 9 (nine) tumulus in
city centre, 3 (three) at Elmadag area, 2 (two) at Kazan-Kizilcahamam area and 2 (two) at
Beypazari-Ayas area. To our description adopting the bigger ones for kings, majority of the
tumulus in Ankara province must be belong to princes or governors. Two hills near the ASTI
(intercities bus terminal) are good examples for kings’ tumulus. The raw material used for
their construction had been transported from one km away at least. Presently, tumuluses
look like rounded and compressed hills and they do not take much attention within the
hilly morphology of the Ankara province. Recently, tumuluses have been largely destroyed
libaretely or deliberately, however they are archaeological and also geological heritages
typically. Jemirko has been focused on them for geotourism purpose with cooperation of
Ankara University.
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
