Degerli ve Yari Degerli Taslar Oturumu

Precious and Semi-precious Stones Session
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Kent Kiiltiirii icerisinde, dogal kaynaklarin
kullanimi 6nemli bir yer tutarken, bu kaynaklar
icerisinde “Degerli ve Yar1 Degerli Taglar” i, yani
“Stistaglar’” nin glinliik hayati zenginlestirme ve
renklendirme adma 06zel bir yerinin oldugu
goriilmektedir. Bu taglarin jeolojik ortamlarda
nasil ve nerede olustugunun arastirilmasi, bilimsel
yontemlerle tanimlanmasi ve iiretimi ic¢in belli
standart ve  yoOnetmeliklerin  gelistirilmesi
zorunlulugunu ortaya ¢ikarmaktadir.

Ulkemizde &nemli bir potansiyele sahip oldugu
bilinen Yar1 Degerli Taslarin, son zamanlarda
bunlara duyulan ilginin hem yerbilimciler hem de
tiketiciler ~ agisindan  artmis  olmasindan
anlagilmaktadir. Bu nedenlerden dolayi, son
yillarda yapilan Jeoloji Kurultaylarinda, Degerli
ve Yar1 Degerli Taslar ayr1 birer oturum konusu
olarak ele alinmis, yapilan ulusal ve uluslararasi
caligmalarin bilimsel bir ortamda, sunumlari
gerceklestirilmistir.

Renklerinin cesitliligi, farkli kristal bigimlerine
sahip olmalari, goz alici parlakligi ve c¢ekici
albenisi ile insanoglunu ilk ¢aglardan beri
biiylileyen siistaglari, hafif bir islemle dogal halde
kullanilmalarinin yani sira, bir gemologun elinde
sekillenerek, bir kuyumcunun elinde metallerle
bulusturulup miicevhere doniistiiriilerek, ya da
miicevher avcilarmin elinde koleksiyona dahil
edilerek, uzun bir seriiven yasamaktadir. Degerli
ve yar1 degerli taglarin her biri ya jeolojik olarak
ya Kkiiltiirel olarak ya da miicevher olarak bir
hikayeye sahiptir. Siistaglarinin bu yolculuguna
taniklik etmek ve hikayesini paylagsmak {izere,
sizleri 76. Tiirkiye Jeoloji Kurultayi’'nda “Degerli
ve Yar1 Degerli Taslar” oturumuna katilmaya
davet ediyoruz. Oturumumuz sizlerin katilimiyla
zenginlesecek ve anlam bulacaktir.

While the use of natural resources has an
important place in Urban Culture, it is seen that
"Precious and Semi-Precious Stones", that is,
"Gemstones", have a special place among these
resources in terms of enriching and coloring daily
life. Researching how and where these stones
form in geological environments necessitates the
development of certain standards and regulations
for their identification and production using
scientific methods.

Semi-precious stones, which are known to have a
significant potential in our country, can be
understood from the fact that the interestin them
has increased recently for both geoscientists and
consumers. For these reasons, in the Geology
Congresses held in recent years, Precious and
Semi-Precious Stones were discussed as separate
session topics, and national and international
studies were presented in a scientific
environment.

Gemstones, which have fascinated mankind since
ancient times with their diversity of colors,
different crystal shapes, eye-catching shine and
attractive appeal, are not only used in their
natural state with a light process, but also by
being shaped by a gemologist, combined with
metals by a jeweler and turned into jewelry, or by
jewel hunters. It is experiencing a long adventure
by being included in the collection. Each of the
precious and semi-precious stones has a story,
either geologically, culturally or as jewellery. To
witness this journey of gemstones and share their
story, we invite you to attend the "Precious and
Semi-Precious Stones" session at the 76th
Geological Congress of Turkiye.
